The DfE have stated that there is a need “to create and enforce a clear and rigorous expectation on all 

schools to promote the fundamental British values of democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty and 

mutual respect and tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs.” (see new British values policy)

Two major changes have affected how 

schools assess and track children’s 

achievement: 

a) a new National Curriculum in 
September 2015, which abolished 
a national system of assessment 
linked to levels, and left schools 
free to choose their own 
approaches to assessment based 
on key assessment criteria from 
the programmes of study for each 
year group; 

b) new arrangements for end of KS1 
and KS2 statutory assessment from 
2016, with new tests and new 
performance descriptors for 
teacher assessment.
